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QUESTIONNAIRE

Releases from nuclear power plants; contaminated sites
and releases from fuel reprocessing plants
The United Nations Scientific Committee on the Effects of Atomic Radiation (UNSCEAR) was established by the United Nations General Assembly to assess and report levels and effects of ionizing radiation. Governments and organizations throughout the world rely on its reports to provide the basis for evaluating radiation risks and for establishing protective measures. In this regard, UNSCEAR collects and analyses data on discharges from nuclear facilities and on contaminated sites. The next UNSCEAR report to the General Assembly on this subject is envisaged for the year 2007. In order to prepare this report, Member States were previously requested in 2004 to consider providing data to extend the previous UNSCEAR evaluation that was issued in the year 2000.

The General Assembly in its resolution A/60/98 of 8 December 2005 has expressed “its appreciation for the assistance rendered to the Scientific Committee by Member States”, and invited them to “increase their cooperation in this field” and to provide “further relevant data about doses […] from various sources of radiation, which would greatly help in the preparation of future reports of the Scientific Committee to the General Assembly”.

This present document is to serve both as a reminder to those Member States who have not as yet responded to the request for information, and as an opportunity for others to consider providing additional or updated data.

The questionnaire is formulated in three parts:

Form E1
Releases from nuclear power plants (1998–2002)
Form E2
Contaminated sites survey

Form E3
Releases from fuel reprocessing plants (1998 – 2002)
